MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING ON
ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT OF THE PROPOSED
TRANSLABRADOR HIGHWAY (PHASE 111)

This agreement made at St. John's in the Province of Newfoundland and Labrador, this
day of 2002.

BETWEEN:

HER MAJESTY THE QUEEN IN RIGHT OF NEWFOUNDLAND AND
LABRADOR, as represented by the Miniger of Environment and the Minister
Responsble for Labrador and Aborigind Affairs,

AND:
THE INNU NATION, as represented by the President.

(The "Parties")
WHEREAS:

CThe Department of Works, Services and Transportation (DWST) is proposing anundertaking in
Labrador known as the Trans Labrador Highway (Phase [11);

CThe Undertaking would be carried out inland and water areasthat are subject to comprehensive
clams negotiaions currently underway pursuant to Framework Agreements signed on March 29,
1996 by Newfoundland & Labrador and Canada, and the Innu Nation;

CThe Partieswishto ensure that the Environmenta Effectsof the Undertaking are assessed through
the establishment of an effective and efficient process,

CThe Minigter of Labrador and Aborigind Affarrshasresponsbilitiesfor Labrador and Aborigina
issues in the Province;

CThe Minigter of Environment of Newfoundland & Labrador has responsibilities pursuant to the
EPA;

CThe Innu Nation has responshilities on behdf of the Innu of Labrador to ensure that the
Undertaking is fully assessed and to ensure that the Innu people have meaningful participation in
the EA process which includes due consideration of Innu concerns, and the President has been
given authority by the Board of Directors of the Innu Nation to enter into this Memorandum of
Understanding; and

CThe Partieswishto describe the process that will be followed in the conduct of an Environmental
Assessment of the Undertaking.

THEREFORE, the Parties agree that:
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1 DEFINITIONS
In this Memorandum of Understanding including the Recitals, Schedule 1 and the Annex thereto:

"Board" means the Board which is appointed pursuant to Section63 of the EPA and the terms of
this agreement;

"Contingency Plan” means a program intended to address mafunctions, accidents or unplanned
events that may occur in connection with the Undertaking;

“Consult” meansto provide:
a. to the person being consulted, notice of a matter to be decided in sufficient form and
detall to dlow that person to prepare its views on the meatter;
b. areasonable period of timein which the person being consulted may prepareitsviews
on the matter, an opportunity to present its views to the person obliged to consult;
c. full and far consideration by the person obliged to consult of any views presented; and,
d. discusson with the Innu Nation where the views of the Innu Nation are not proposed
to be subgantialy incorporated aswdl as provison of writtenreasons if any viewsare not
subgtantidly incorporated,

"Cumuldive Environmenta Effect” means the additive and interactive effects of anundertakingin
combination with other projects or activities that have been or will be carried out;

"Day" means acdendar day;

"EIS Guiddines' mean the direction provided to the Proponent by the Minister on matters which
must be addressed in the Proponent's Environmental Impact Statement;

"Environment” means the components of the earth and includes

a) land, water and air, including dl layers of the amosphere,

b) al organic and inorganic matter and living organisms,

) the socid, economic, recreationd, cultura, spiritud and aesthetic conditions and factors
that influence the life of humans and communities, and

d) a part or combination of those things referred to in paragraphs (@) to (c) and the
interrelationships between two or more of them;

"Environmenta Assessment” (hereinafter "EA") means an assessment of the Environmentd Effects
of the Undertaking that is conducted in accordance with this Memorandum of Understanding;;
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"Environmenta Effect” means, in repect of an undertaking

a) any change that the Undertaking may cause in the Environment, induding any change on
hedlthand socio-economic conditions, on physica and culturd heritage, onthe current use
of landsand resourcesfor traditiona purposes by aborigina persons, or on any structure,
gteor thingthat isof historical, archaeologica, paleontological or architectural Sgnificance,
and

b) any change to the Undertaking that may be caused by the Environment;

"Environmentd Impact Statement (hereinafter "EIS") means the report prepared by the Proponent
in accordance withthe EIS Guidelines and which includes the e ements required by section 57 of
the EPA;

"EPA” meansthe Newfoundland and Labrador Environmenta Protection Act, SNL 2002 c.E.-
14.2;

Follow-up Program means a program for:

a) verifying the accuracy of the EA of the undertaking

b) determining the effectiveness of any measures taken to Mitigate the adverse Environmental
Effects of an undertaking, and

¢) implementing messures to Mitigate adverse Environmenta Effects identified in (a) or (b).

"Innu Nation" means the corporation by that name which represents the Innu of Labrador;

"Memorandumof Understanding’ (hereinafter "MOU™) meansthis Memorandum of Understanding
including Schedule 1 and the Annex to Schedule 1 atached hereto;

“Miniger” means Minister of Environment of Newfoundland and Labrador;

“Minigterid Recommendation” meansthe recommendationto the Lieutenant-Governor in- Council
by the Minister pursuant to either section 67 (2) (a) or section 67 (2) (b) of the EPA;

"Mitigation” means in respect of the Undertaking, the eimination, reduction or control of the
adverse Environmenta Effects of the Undertaking, and includes restitution for any damage to the
Environment caused by such effects through replacement, restoration, compensationor any other
means, and "Mitigate’ has a corresponding meaning;

"Newfoundland and Labrador" means the Government of Newfoundland and Labrador;
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"Parties’ mean sgnatoriesto thisMOU;

"Proponent” means Department of Works, Services and Trangportation of Newfoundland and
L abrador;

"Provincid Minigers' mean the Miniser of Environment of Newfoundland and Labrador and the
Minister Responsible for Labrador and Aborigina Affairs,

"Public Hearings' means the public hearings to be conducted by the Board inaccordance withthis
MOU;

"Residud Effect” means an Environmenta Effect remaining after dl mitigative measures have been
applied;

"Secretariat”" means the Secretariat which is established pursuant to Section 2.5 of thisMOU;
"Terms of Reference” mean the Terms of Reference for the Board, as set out in Schedule 1,
"Undertaking" means the proposed undertaking as described in the EIS.

2. GENERAL

21  Purpose The purpose of this MOU is to establish an effective and effident process for
ng the Environmenta Effects of the Undertaking.

2.2  Land Clam Agreements and Sdf-Government Agreements. The Parties will enter into
negotiations to consider appropriate amendments to the MOU to reflect any
agreements-in-principle, interim measures agreements or final agreements reached in the
comprehengve land claims negotiations now proceeding among Canada, Newfoundland
and Labrador and Innu Nation.

2.3  Board Hearings. A Board will be appointed to conduct the Public Hearings for the
Undertaking.

24  Boad Budget: The Partieswill consult witheach other to ensure the Board has adequate
financia resources to conduct the Public Hearings of the Undertaking.

25 Board Secretariat; A Secretariat will be established to assist the Board in its duties,
induding the public information function. The Board office will be established at Happy
Valey-Goose Bay.
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2.6  InformationCenter: A public information center will be established by the Board at Happy
Valey- Goose Bay. This public information center will be administered by the Board
Secretariat.

2.7  Tranddion: All materids required to be trandated in accordance with this MOU will be
placed in theinformation centre. Trandationsinto Innu-aimun will normally be available
within seven (7) days of the completion of the English versgon. Trandaionswill be made
avalable as an audio or video tape or in written form at the same time as the English
verson is publidy released and will be provided on request to individuals and
organizations.

2.8  Paticipaion by Officids of the Parties Nothing in this MOU will be construed as
restricting participationinthe review of the Undertaking by representatives of departments
and agencies of Newfoundland and Labrador or by Innu Nation, any of its organizations
or ams, or any member of Innu Nation.

2.9  Announcements. The Parties or their designates will coordinate any announcements
regarding the matters addressed in this MOU.

3. INNU NATION PARTICIPATION IN DEVELOPMENT OF EISGUIDELINES

3.1 Afte the draft EIS guiddines have been trandated into Innu-aimun at the cost of
Newfoundland and Labrador and notice, including notice in Innu-aimun, of the public
review of the draft EI'S guiddines in accordance with Section 59 (1) of the EPA hasbeen
provided, InnuNationshdl have an opportunity to review the draft guiddinesprepared by
the EA Committee and provide comments on the draft EIS guiddlines to the Minister
through the process described in this section 3.

3.1.1 TheEA Committee and the Innu Nationwill meet within 30 days of receipt by the
Innu Nation of the draft EIS Guiddines from the EA Committeeto Consult on all
views presented by the Innu Nati onfollowing completionof the review of the draft
EIS guiddines.

3.2 Inrdation to providing the draft EIS guiddines to the Minigter:
3.2.1 ifthe EA Committee and the Innu Nation reach consensus on al viewspresented
by the Innu Nation under section 3.1, the EA Committee shdl submit draft EIS
guiddlines to the Minigter reflecting the consensus, or

3.2.2 if the EA Committee and the Innu Nation fail to reach a consensus on dl views
presented by the Innu Nation under section 3.1, the EA Committee shal submit
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the draft EIS Guiddinesto the Miniger, together with any submission prepared
by the Innu Nation on the matters on which consensus was not reached.

3.3 If the draft EIS Guiddines are submitted to the Minister under:

3.3.1 section3.2.1, then after receipt and congderation of the draft EIS Guiddinesand
any responses and written comments received from interested persons pursuant
to section59 (1) of the EPA, the Innu Nation shal be Consulted wherethe views
of the Innu Nation are not proposed to be substantially incorporated, or

3.3.2 section3.2.2, thenafter receipt and condderation of the draft EIS Guiddines, the
submission prepared by Innu Nation referred to in section 3.2.2, and any
responses and written comments received from interested persons pursuant to
section59 (1) of the EPA, the Innu Nation shal be Consulted wherethe viewsof
the Innu Nation are not proposed to be substantialy incorporated.

3.5  The public announcement of the Minister’s approval of the EIS Guiddines and the
gpproved EIS Guiddines shdl be trandated into Innu-aimun.

4. INNU NATION PARTICIPATION IN DETERMINATION OF EISADEQUACY

4.1  ThelnnuNationshdl providethe Minister with advice concerning key sections of the EIS
for trandation into Innu-aimun and the Proponent shdl trandate key sections of the EIS as
requested by the Minigter, prior to submission of the EIS to the Minigter.

4.2  Onrecept of the EIS from the Proponent, the Minigter shdl provide the EIS to the EA
committee, interested persons, and the Innu Nation for examination.

4.3  Fadlowing the 50 day public review period during which, for greater certainty, Innu Nation
may aso provide the Minigter with any comments on whether there are any deficiencies
in the EIS, the Miniger shdl provide the Innu Nation with any responses or comments
received by persons other than Innu Nation, as permitted by the Freedom of Information
Act or its successor legidation

4.4 Thelnnu Naion and the EA Committee shdl meet to consder the EISand any responses
or commentsreceived fromthe public and Innu Nation, and shal Consult onthe adequacy
of the EIS and concerning any deficiencies that require further work by the Proponent,
within 10 days of Innu Nation’s receipt of the responses or comments provided by the
Minister under section 4.3. Following this consultation:
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4.4.1 if the EA Committee and the Innu Nation reach consensus on whether the EISis
adequateor whether to recommend that the Minister should requirethe Proponent
to do any of the things set out insection 61 of the EPA becausethe EISisdeficent
(collectively, the “adequacy of the EIS’), the EA Committee shall make
recommendations to the Minister reflecting the consensus, or

4.4.2 if the EA Committee and the Innu Nationfal to reach consensus on the adequacy
of the EIS, the EA Committee shdl make recommendations to the Minigter,
together withany submission prepared by the Innu Nation on the mattersonwhich
consensus was not reached.

45  Prior to making a determination under section 60 (1) (b) of the EPA, the Miniger shdl
consider the recommendations of the EA Committee made under either 4.4.1 or 4.4.2 and
the submissions of the Innu Nation, if any, made under 4.4.2.

4.6  Ifthe Miniger intendstosubgtantiadly vary or reject either the consensus recommendations
under 4.4.1, or the submission of the Innu Nation under 4.4.2, the Innu Nation shdl be
Consulted where the views of the Innu Nation are not proposed to be substantially
incorporated.

4.7  Oncethe Miniger is satidfied that the EIS complieswiththe approved EIS Guiddinesand
is adequate for the purposes of Public Hearings, the Minigter shal notify the President of
the Innu Nation of this determination no later than the Proponent is notified.

5. APPOINTMENT OF AN ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT BOARD AND
CONDUCT OF PUBLIC HEARINGS

51  Membership of Board: The Board will consist of three persons. Board members will not
be employed by the Public Service of Newfoundland and Labrador or of Canada, or by
the Innu Nation.

5.2  Criteriafor Board Members. Each Board member will be unbiased and free of any conflict
of interest relative to the Undertaking and have knowledge or experience relevant to the
anticipated Environmenta Effects of the Undertaking.

5.3  Sdectionand Appointment of Board Members. Each of the Parties will nominate alis of
threefor membersof the Board and alist of three for Chair. The nominees for Char shdll
not be residents of the geographical area of the Undertaking. At least one of the members
of the Board shall be aresident of the geographicd areaof the Undertaking. The Parties
will mutudly agree on two Board members and the Chair to be recommended for
gppointment by the Lieutenant-Governor in Council.

Public Notice: Uponthe gppointment of the Board, the Partieswill give public noticeof the
appointment.

Board Hearings. Upon gppointment, the Board will conduct Public Hearings on the
Undertaking in accordance with the Terms of Reference.

Powers and Duties: The Board will carry out its duties and have the powers in Sections
64 and 65 of the EPA and the applicable Regulations.

The Board report
will be made avalable to the residents of the named communitiesimmediatdly following the
announcement of the public release of the Board report. Copies will be available to the
generd public on request.

Prior to the Miniger providing the Ministerid Recommendation, and within 30 days of
receipt of the Board report under section 6.1, the Minister and the President of the Innu
Nation shal meet and the President shdl advise the Minigter of Innu Nation’s views on:

6.3.1 therecommendations of the Board contained in the Board report;

6.3.2 whetherthe Minigter should make aMinigerid Recommendationunder section67
(2) (a) or under section 67 (2) (b); and

6.3.3 aty tems and conditions that Innu Nation recommends be contained in a
Minigerid Recommendation that the Minister may determine to make under
section 67 (2) (a).

ThisM OU will not be
interpreted to be aland claim agreement or treaty withinthe meaning of Section 25 of the
Constitution Act, 1982. Nothing in this MOU is to be consrued as providing any
consent, gpprova or authorization whatsoever by the Innu Nation, in connection with the
Undertaking or any part thereof.

Change to the Undertaking: If the Proponent proposes to change the Undertaking, the
Parties will reconsder and may amend this MOU and may redirect the Board as to
changes to the Public Hearings.

Conaultation: The Parties will consult on the implementation of this MOU as required.

Termof Agreement: ThisMOU shdll expire at the conclusion of the meeting betweenthe
Minigter and the Presdent of the Innu Nation under Section 6.3

PUBLIC HEARINGS ON THE PROPOSED TRANSLABRADOR HIGHWAY
(PHASE 111)

INTRODUCTION

Pursuant to the Memorandum of Understanding on Environmental Assessment of the Proposed Trans
Labrador Highway (Phasell11), the“MOU”, an Environmental Assessment Board is appointed to conduct
Public Hearings onthe EI S associ ated withthe Undertaking proposed by the Proponent and to exchange
information between the Proponent and the Public.

These Terms of Reference are devel oped by the Partiesand are approved by the Ministersof Environment
and Labrador and Aborigind Affairs.

The Undertaking may change as further studies and work are conducted. If, during the hearing process,
the Board becomes aware of a proposa by the Proponent to change the Undertaking, the Board will, if
it consders the change significant, advise the Parties forthwith.

For purposes of the hearings, the Department of Environment of Newfoundland and Labrador isthe lead
Provincid Department.

SCOPE OF THE HEARINGS

Incarryingout the Public Hearings and initsreport, the Board will address the factors outlined inthe Annex
to Schedule 1 and will give full consideration to local knowledge whether presented oraly or inwriting.
Although a review of the substance or definition of aborigind rights or a determination of the scope or
subgtance of land dams negotiations are not within the Board's Terms of Reference, the Board shall
condder submissons regarding the relationship between the Undertaking and land claims negotiations
presently underway between the Innu Nation and the Governments of Canada and Newfoundland and
Labrador.

STEPSIN THE HEARING PROCESS

The main sepsin the hearings by the Board will be asfollows:

1. Provison and trandation of final EIS: Oncethe Minigter has determined that the EI'S conforms to
the EPA and to the EIS Guiddines, the Proponent shall provide the Board with copies of the find EIS.

Innu-aimun trandations of key sections of the finad EIS will be made available as audio or video tapeor in
written form as directed by the Board after it receives submissions from Innu Nation regarding which
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sections are consdered key sections, and shal be supplied by the Proponent in the quantity required by
the Board. The Proponent shall dso provide the Board with an eectronic versionof the find EIS in both
Word and WordPerfect.

2. Availability of EISand related information: The Board will provide Innu Nation with 10 copies
of the find EIS and place other copies of thefind EIS and Innu-aimun trandations inthe public information
center, together with gpproved EIS guidelines, aregistry of dl public submissons received by the Minister
as permitted by the Freedom of Information Act or its successor legidation concerning the assessment
of the Undertaking and any additiond informationprovided by the Proponent concerning the Undertaking.
TheProponent shdl also make available dectronic versons of the find EISinboth Word and WordPerfect
to the Innu Nation and as otherwise directed by the Board.

3. Announcement and scheduling of Public Hearings: Public notice will be given by the Board to
enaure that the public is fully aware of the schedule for Public Hearings and the availability of thefind EIS
and trandations in the public informetion center.

4. Public Hearings: The Board will hold Public Hearings in the communities of Sheshatshiu, Happy
Valey-Goose Bay, Cartwright and Port Hope Simpson. The Board will attempt to schedule the Public
Hearings to maximize the attendance and participation of the public, taking into account the seasona
activities of the public and the seasond activitiesand traditiona practices of the Innu. The Board will use
best efforts to complete the public consultations within 20 days of the commencement of the firgt public
hearing sesson, provided that upon its review of the find EIS, the Board may seek from the Parties an
additiond period of time to complete the Public Hearings. The Board will issue written proceduresfor the
conduct of the Public Hearings. The Public Hearingswill be conducted in amanner that ensuresathorough
examinaion of matters relevant to the Board' s mandate and in particular the examination of technical
evidence, while facilitating public participation. Technica hearings involving presentations by experts may
be held in Happy Valey- Goose Bay.

Following consultation with the Innu Nation, the Board will determine interpretation requirements from
English to Innu-amun and from Innu-aimun into English for the Public Hearings, including any technica
hearings, and any other interpretationrequirements, and appropriate interpretation serviceswill beprovided
by the Board.

5. Reporting: The Board will prepare and submit to the Parties areport including, but not limited to, the
following:

i) description of the public hearing process,
if) summary of any comments and recommendations received from the public, and

if) rationale, conclusions and recommendations of the Board.
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The Board will submit its report &t the earliest possible date, but in no event |ater than 45 days following
completion of the Public Hearings.

The Board's report will be trandated into Innu-amun. Trandaions of key concdusons and
recommendations from the Board’s report and the executive summary of the Board's report will be
avalable at the same time as the Englishversionof the report is conveyed to the Minister and the President
of the InnuNation. Trandation of the Board' s report may be made available as an audio or video tape or
in written form.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

The Board will conduct its hearings in a manner which will promote and facilitate public participation.

SPECIALIST ADVISORSTO BOARD

The Board may secure the services of independent experts to provide information on and hep interpret
technical and scientific issuesand issuesrddive to loca knowledge. The names of any specidigsretained
and their advice to the Board will be made public. Independent specidists hired by the Board may be
requested to appear before the Board at the Public Hearings sessions.
