Aircraft being used as part of the 2022 Spruce Budworm Control Program have arrived 

in the province and have been positioned at Stephenville Airport in preparation for the 

start of treatment activity.  Treatments are expected to begin over the next week at 

various locations along the west coast, subject to weather and insect development.
