Notes: 1. Caution should be used in interpreting this information as this report is based on point-in-time head count data, which includes all employment types (i.e. full-time, part-time, casual/call-in etc.), and does not take into account vacancies. For example, changes in figures cannot be interpreted as positions added or removed, as there could be more (or fewer) part-time positions, vacant positions,

special project staff and variation due to seasonal differences, to name a few. In some instances, particularly for Registered Nurses, Nurse Practitioners and Medical Radiation Technologists in Labrador-Grenfell Health, the data includes individuals who provide relief on a short-term intermittent or "locum" basis. This may result in inflated headcounts, and/or in some cases double counting where an
employee chooses to work on a casual basis for multiple employers.

2. There was a significant decrease in the number of Social Workers in 2011 (Western Health) and 2012 (Eastern Health, Central Health, Labrador-Grenfell Health), resulting from the transition of services to the Department of Child, Youth and Family Services.
3. A change in report methodology was implemented for the December 2015 employee counts which may account for some fluctuations in the data. Previously, the report included any employee who had been paid at least once in the previous three months. The report now includes all active employees, and excludes any employee on unpaid leave.
4.1n 2016, a new row has been added to the report for Nurse Practitioners. Previously, Nurse Practitioners were included under Registered Nurses, but will be reported separately going forward.
