In considering the options to present to the residents of Witless Bay, staff of the Department of
Municipal and Intergovernmental Affairs inadvertently confused a May 2013 municipal plan
with a May 2014 municipal plan.

The choice of options for the plebiscite is intended to provide residents with distinct plans to
choose from. It is the May 2013 plan and the December 2014 plan that provide for this
distinction.

To be clear, the options to be voted on will include the May 2013 plan and the December 2014
plan. The plan chosen by residents will be subject to a commissioner’s hearing in accordance
with the Urban and Rural Planning Act, 2000.

To ensure residents receive this clarification and have sufficient time to review the plans before
the vote, the date of the plebiscite has been moved to Thursday, September 1172015,
